CAUCUS MEETING MINUTES

January 13, 2009    7:00 PM

The Caucus Meeting of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen was held in council chambers, 37 N. Sussex Street, Dover, 
New Jersey.

Mayor Dodd called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm

All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag and prayer was given asking for guidance and strength to do what is right for our town and our citizens.

ROLL CALL:

Present: Aldermen Delaney, Poolas Visioli, Donofrio, Picciallo, Romaine, Blackman and Mayor Dodd
Absent: Alderman Timpani
Also present were Attorney Pennella and Clerk Verga

Clerk Verga stated adequate notice was given to the official newspaper.
Charlie Femminella from Certified Evaluation was present to notify the public that hearings will be held so residents can review their evaluations, if they’re in disagreement or just curious on how the process works.  Mr. Femminella advised interested residents to contact Certified Valuations to schedule an appointment.  Mr. Femminella updated the board and public that the residential assessments are complete however, they are still working on the commercial assessments.  He also noted that there will be substantial reduction in the tax rate; values have gone up since that last valuation.  Certified Valuation does not expect any tremendous increase in taxes.  Attorney Pennella explained that the deadline is January 31, 2009 to complete the revaluation process. Alderman Visioli made a recommendation to have the owner’s cards show the previous assessed valued and the present assessed value so the owners can compare the values.
Connie Sibona-Foster - 90 Penn Avenue - Ms. Foster made a recommendation that the envelopes that were sent from Certified Evaluation have care of Town of Dover to make it noticeable to residents that its important information.  Mayor Dodd commented that the envelope stated important tax information.  Mrs. Foster feels that if you didn’t take a good look at the envelope, it looked like junk mail.  Mr. Femminella expressed that his firm is unable to print Town of Dover on their envelope since Certified Evaluation is a contractor.  Mrs. Sibona-Foster wanted to know when the new tax rate goes in effect.  Mayor Dodd explained not until the town adopts the 2009 budget and it also depends on when the State provides the funding information.
Name & address not stated – Resident wanted to know when Certified Valuations expects all letters to be mailed to all Dover residents.  Mr. Femminella explained that if residents don’t receive a letter by next week to please contact Certified Valuations.  The resident explained that every year the Town of Dover provides the owners with a postcard stating the value of the property.

Alderman Donofrio wanted to know how foreclosures affect the revaluation process. Mr. Femminella expressed that there’s been a lot of foreclosures in the town which brings the property values down.

Mayor Dodd removed three resolutions in reference to the court shared services (appointing municipal judges, municipal prosecutors, and municipal public defenders).  He requested the resolutions be added to the January 27th agenda so final details can be ironed out.  (Agenda has been revised)

Mayor Dodd noted that the kiosk system is on the agenda to be awarded to Parkeon.  He believes it’s a more favorable and equitable system.  Mayor Dodd provided the following details:


*System is solar powered



*Payments can be made by cash, coins and credit cards

*Night time parking permits will still be available
*Replenishment of the meters can be made through a phone or      *Pre-paid cards can be bought at Town Hall                  at the nearest kiosk system
Mayor Dodd made arrangements for Parkeon’s representatives to attend the next town meeting to explain the kiosk system in detail.  He also noted that representatives will be available at the lots to provide assistance with the system.  The resolution on the agenda is to award the bid for $367,027.00.
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
January 13, 2009
The Regular Meeting of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen was held in council chambers, 37 N. Sussex Street, Dover, 
New Jersey.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dodd at 7:17pm

ROLL CALL

Present: Aldermen Delaney, Poolas, Visioli, Donofrio, Picciallo, Romaine, Blackman and Mayor Dodd
Absent: Alderman Timpani
Also present were Attorney Pennella and Clerk Verga

Clerk Verga stated adequate notice was given to the official newspaper.
Mayor Dodd opened this portion of the meeting to the public for agenda items only.

Mayor Dodd’s Report – Mayor Dodd welcomed Alderwoman Blackman to the board, as well as other members of the board.  Mayor Dodd informed the public that the town is in the process of renovating the court room.  He explained that the tax assessor’s office has moved to the caucus room, the caucus room moved into the information room and the information room moved into the water and tax collections department He commented that there have been a few personnel meetings and job offers have been given to deputy court administrators from other municipalities, giving them the first opportunity prior to going outside.  The Shared Court will start on February 1st; the court renovations will not be completed however it will be operational for other towns to come in.  Mayor Dodd believes it will be a stepping stone for the entire county, he knows it will be successful. Mayor Dodd asked for a recommendation from the parking committee in reference to snow plowing and vehicle parking on snow covered streets and what surrounding towns do.
ALDERMEN/COMMITTEE REPORTS
Alderman Delaney – Alderman Delaney provided the board and public with a yearly Fire Department report.  He commented that EMS responded to about 35 calls on an average week and the Fire Dept. responded to just short of one a day.
Alderman Blackman – Alderwomen Blackman thanked the public and all the residents from the third ward for all their support.  She also expressed that she had great support from the entire board and residents throughout the community.  She expressed that the Board of Health is a very strong board and they really give it their all.  She informed the board that Don, (Health Officer) conducts food handler courses to educate restaurant owners on the proper ways to handle food.  This year they plan on bringing in a translator for the upcoming educational courses.  She updated the board with the health department revenues collected in 2008; garbage stickers $41,258, death certificates $21,385, birth certificates $18,445, food licenses $22,015, marriage licenses $11,094.  She believes the health department is moving forward.  Alderwomen Blackman and Romaine visited School Superintendent Mr. Becker and she noted that he has an open door policy.  They visited him to look for students to join the town meetings, so they can learn how municipal government operates.  Alderwoman Blackman will be learning about each department and how they function so that she can better serve the public.  She spent some time in the health department to learn about their operations.  She thanked the Mayor because she is really excited to serve on the new Public Relations Committee and feels the business owners will be really happy to have someone work with them, along with Alderwoman Romaine and Alderman Poolas.
Alderman Visioli – Alderman Visioli commented that the intersection of So. Morris Street and the railroad tracks will finally have an inspection on Thursday (1/15/09) between JCP&L, UCC, NJ Transit and Alderman Visioli.  He mentioned that the pedestrian crossing is very dangerous and the need for lighting is important.  Alderman Visioli requested to have a first reading ordinance be prepared for the next town meeting for no parking on Elena Place and Searing Lane.  He commented that the Salem Street Bridge is coming along nicely.  He noted that personnel meetings continue and they hope to have an administrator soon.
Alderwoman Romaine – Alderwoman Romaine commented that the finance committee is getting ready to start holding budget  meetings, once the auditors have wrapped up their 2008 review.  She noted that department heads are working on their part of the preliminary 2009 budget.  She attended several personnel meetings and she made the public aware that the Recreation Commission is holding their reorganization meeting on Thursday evening.  Alderwoman Romaine also met with Superintendent Becker to discuss having student liaisons participate in town meetings, to make them aware of the tasks and administrative work behind the Governing Body and town.  Alderwoman Romaine commented on the great job Department of Public Works (DPW) and Water Department did with the Saturday snowstorm.
Alderman Donofrio – Alderman Donofrio made the Clerk aware of a street light outage on Prospect Street.  He attended the library’s reorganization meeting and commented that Irene Hansen has been named president of the board.  He also advised the public that the library now prints a newsletter and every Wednesday they host a book club.
Alderman Poolas – Alderman Poolas updated the public with a gumball report and commented that the Star Ledger’s was an entertainment report.  Alderman Poolas felt that his report was taken too lightly.  He read a report from the Board of Health that stated as of December 23, 2008, twenty-nine machines paid for licenses but he has counted over one hundred machines that are not licensed.  He clarified that the machines consist of candy, gum, soda, pin-ball, entertainment, video games, snacks, and juke boxes.  Alderman Poolas provided a report of the businesses that have machines but are not licensed.  He feels revenue is being lost because the machines are not inspected by the Board of Health.  He brought up that there is an ordinance in place regarding inspection of these machines however, these machines are not inspected.  Alderman Poolas made the public aware that DPW is still picking up Christmas trees even if your pick-up date has passed.  DPW has extended the Christmas tree pick up date due to water main breaks and other activities.  Alderman Poolas did conduct a survey on streets in the first ward and it was determined that 90% of the streets in the first ward could be no parking during snow storms.  Mayor Dodd will ask Don Constanzo (Health Officer) for a report on the licensed machines.  Mayor Dodd believes part of the problem maybe manpower but agrees the machines should be inspected as per ordinance.  
Alderman Picciallo – Alderman Picciallo along with Alderman Poolas addressed several citizen complaints (parking on both sides on Baker Street, roosters in back yard which was reported to the Health Department, Sunday construction work being done, vehicles that haven’t been moved on Clinton Street).  He and Alderwoman Romaine have spoken to the CFO about all department heads reviewing their fees and making sure they are up to date.  He also commented on the kiosk system and feels it’s self-contained, self-sufficient, very customer friendly and also feels it will capture more revenue for the town.  He provided the board and the public with a report from Code Enforcement; they’ve conducted 6,120 inspections in 2008.  The following shows a breakdown of all summonses that were issued from Code Enforcement 1,227 residential certificates, 3,011 commercial certificates, 1,800 for various reasons, 914 summonses, 594 summonses for overcrowding, and 320 for other violations.  Mayor Dodd commented that they are looking into a new phone system to include additional lines.  He would like to establish a hotline for residents to call in their complaints; he feels some residents don’t call because of fear of retaliation from the neighbor.
Alderman Timpani – Absent
Attorney Pennella Report – Attorney Pennella commented on taxi litigation.  He explained that the judge in the case has allowed the taxi companies to raise the issue that certain licensed limousine companies in the Town of Dover are being allowed to operate as licensed taxi companies by the town.  Attorney Pennella commented that these allegations don’t have factual bases and feels its complete nonsense but the judge has allowed them to proceed.  He noted that the newspapers did not capture the correct story.

PUBLIC COMMENTS – Three Minutes per Person

Bill Hann - 90 E. Munson Street – Mr. Hann commented that in the Star Ledger article they refer to pre-trial intervention for the four taxi companies that the allegations were made that they were playing around with the insurance which to him sounds like a pretty big offense for a slap on the hand.  Mr. Pennella explained that He is limited on commenting because it’s a criminal matter and it’s being handled by the Morris County Prosecutor’s Office, the Town of Dover cooperated with the Dover Police Department with bringing the information forward.  Mr. Pennella explained that the insurance certificates were reviewed and it was determined that there was a fraud.  He explained that the taxi companies claim that they were paying for $500,000 in insurance but when it was checked into, the companies were only paying for $50,000.  The defense of the plaintiffs was that it was the fault of the business agent of the insurance agency (All Business Insurance on Blackwell Street) because they believed they were paying for $500,000 in insurance.  The town believes they understood there was only $50,000 in insurance.  Mr. Pennella explained that the pre-trial intervention is the discretion of the Prosecutor’s office and of the courts.  Attorney Pennella explained that the Prosecutor’s office was made well aware of the town’s serious concern and belief that there had been fraud committed.
Mr. Hann expressed to Mayor Dodd that there’s still ice and snow on sidewalks especially on South Morris Street.  Mayor Dodd explained that code enforcement inspectors’ were issuing summonses but just because summonses were issued does not mean the sidewalks get clean.  The summonses mean they come to court to address the complaints.  Mayor Dodd assured Mr. Hann that code enforcement is out every single day on sidewalks.
Alex Acevedo – Dover – Mr. Acevedo wanted clarification on what he read in the Daily Record regarding a Morristown judge allowing the companies to go ahead and proceed with the discrimination lawsuit.  Attorney Pennella explained that there was an original lawsuit, a first and second amendments of that complaint.  Attorney Pennella explained that the allegation states that the Town of Dover knowingly licenses them as limousines knowing they were going to operate as taxis.  Attorney Pennella confirmed that these allegations are absurd.  Attorney Pennella did confirm that the Judge allowed the companies to proceed with the lawsuits.  Mr. Acevedo commented a new company has opened on 200 E. Blackwell Street which uses On Time Limo’s number since they have closed down but do not operate in Dover and operate from Rockaway.  Mr. Acevedo believes that the new company is Eagle Limo.  Attorney Pennella noted that Eagle Limo has a limited limousine license in the Town of Dover, state statues allows for an inter-municipal point to point approval license.  Mr. Acevedo explained that he looked into the point to point license and the way he understands it, is that they can not park on the streets (E. Blackwell St.).  Attorney Pennella confirmed that parking has nothing to do with it but what they are not allowed to do is pick up fares along the way.  Mayor Dodd commented that on his way to work he noticed 19 taxi cabs on Blackwell Street, 11 of them from out of town companies waiting to pick up a fare.  Mayor Dodd understands that you can’t stop them in a public roadway, to come into the municipality, park on the street, exit the vehicle and utilize one of the restaurants.  However, Mayor Dodd wants to know if an outside company can come into the town, park on the street and wait for a fare, obtain that fare and take business away from a local company.  Attorney Pennella clarified that if it’s a limousine company coming into town for a prearranged pickup at a negotiated price then it’s acceptable.  He noted that limousines are governed by state statue and the Town of Dover can not control it.  Mayor Dodd asked if out of town taxis can sit and idle on the street for thirty minutes waiting for someone needing a taxicab.  Attorney Pennella explained that they can’t sit there a wait for someone to flag them down and only a licensed taxi company from Dover can pick them up.
Mike Scarneo – 66 First Street – Mr. Scarneo commented on the snow removal.  He noted that on First Street the town allows for parking only on one side which happens to be his side of the street.  He expressed that the plows do come by and plow the one side of the street and the other side of the street stays a mess until the fall.  However, on Monday the plows came back to clean the other side of the street but they pushed everything back into the driveways.  He expressed that even though the snow ends back in the driveways, it's worth having the plows come by to plow the other side because after many storms the street can become narrow.  He hopes they continue to plow the other side.  He also commented that the police department towed cars that have not been moved since the storm.  Mayor Dodd commented that the Town of Dover should review the ordinance in references to parking on town streets on snow days.  Alderman Donofrio asked if there’s a reverse 911 opportunity to alert the residents of parking situations during snow days.  Mayor Dodd noted that parking utility can look into it.
Sandra Scarneo – 66 First Street – She commented that private contractor are pushing snow into the streets which make it difficult for town plows.  She wanted to know if there was anything the town can do.  Mayor Dodd noted that they will look into it.  He also noted that he’ll ask the town engineer to post the question on the town’s website, if the resident feel the importance of no parking on snowed covered street out weighs the cleaning of snow removal.  This will provide feedback from residents.
Connie Sibona-Foster – 90 Penn Avenue – She commented about the train station gates.  She explained that you could be on Warren Street, the gates come down but the train is still at the station, can anything be down about the timing.  Mayor Dodd expressed that meeting minutes were pulled from 1920’s and this problem was occurring back then.  She commented on correspondence no. 13 and wanted to know if the town is looking into solar panes.  Mayor Dodd commented that Mr. Hanston is looking into it but Mayor Dodd doesn’t have enough information to comment on it.  Mrs. Foster noted that Alderman Poolas gumball report was not silly because it’s a different world we live in today and you don’t know what people could be doing.  Mrs. Foster was upset because she’s a member of the Board of Health and this report was never brought up to their attention.  Alderman Delaney commented that this report was not given to the board but he specifically asked for a report from Don, the Health Official.
Jon Sperry – 58 North Essex Street – Mr. Sperry expressed to the board his frustration with the state plows that come down E. Clinton Street (Rt. 15).  He noted that the plows double up and both plows push all the snow towards his property and there’s no place to put it.  Mr. Sperry also made a suggestion regarding the shared court services.  He suggested parking signs directing people to parking lots on Morris Street and behind Krausers.  Mayor Dodd commented that parking was a concern when putting the shared services together and they are working on it.
