Minutes of Meeting held:  Tuesday, August 15, 2006



The regular monthly meeting of the Honorable Board of Water Commissioners of the Town of Dover was held on the above date at 7:30 p.m., in the Service Building at 100 Princeton Avenue, Dover, New Jersey.



The meeting was called to order by President James Mullin and he announced that it was in compliance with the “Open Public Meetings Act.”  He then requested all to stand for the “Pledge of Allegiance.”



Present:  President James Mullin and Commissioner Leroy Varga.



Also, Present:  Supervisor Carlos Chaparro, Attorney Peter King and 

Liaison James Visioli.



Absent:  Commissioner Aldo Cicchetti and Assistant Supt. Alan Ritter.



Copies of the minutes for July 12, 2006 was previously received by each Commissioner.  President Mullin asked if there were any comments about the minutes,

none being noted a motion to accept was stated by Commissioner Varga, seconded by

President Mullin and passed by voice vote.  The minutes were then referred to file.

ACTION TAKEN:



Supervisor Chaparro stated that Wayne of Precision Flow was called to repair the facilities.  Parts were on order for the repair, as of today they were not received.
No further comments were stated, the monthly report was then referred to file.



Chemical Analysis – on file are copies of the monthly Coliform results for July, 2006 (negative), Sodium results taken on 6-19-2006 & 7-12-2006, and 2nd qtr., results for THM & HAA5 taken on 6-25-2006.  There was a brief discussion about the levels of Sodium reported.  It was stated that, there is salt storage areas within the Town and surrounding Towns which can be adding to the level results.


The Water Board received a copy of the letter from the NJ-DEP(BSDW) giving instruction as to what actions need to be taken by the Water department, due to the result that it incurred a total coliform violation for the month of June, 2006.  In response to this letter, the department had re-sampled and made public notification, complying  with the standard operating procedures.  A copy of the Violation of Microbiological Standard Notice was published in the newspaper and given to the Water Board.



Now, upon no further comments about the reports, approval of the  Chemical Analysis was made by a motion to accept, stated by Commissioner Varga, seconded by President Mullin and passed by voice vote.  The reports were referred to files.  



Treasurer’s Report – none at this time.



Clerk’s Report – received copy of the Principal Cashier’s report for the month of July, 2006 showing the following monies have been turned over to the Treasurer for the Water/Sewer receipts.

The report was reviewed by the Water Board and then referred to file.



Clerk Coari submitted a copy of the July, 2006 O.T./Comp Time record of the Blue/White collar employees and the following reports are present at the meeting for review by the Board if asked: July’s Meter Report, Mark outs, and  I&M reports for June and July.  The Water  Commissioners were given the current Budget Account Status report.  It was also stated that, the Town of Dover initiated an Employee Appreciation Day to be held on September 1st at Dover Water Works park.  Town Hall will close at noon for the picnic.  All of the above information had then been referred to files.



Open Public Comments – Attending tonight’s meeting was Michael Jacoby and he asked President Mullin about the levels of Sodium.  There was a brief review of the results obtained on the reports taken by the lab.   After that discussion, Michael then asked if the Meter Reader’s position was going to be replaced, any time soon, due to the previous meter reader resigning in July?  This department also, has the Maintenance Repairer’s position not filled since Robert Patten retired in December, 2005. 
Michael asked if there would be new hires considered?  At this time, no answer was given,  but the Water Board would meet with the Assistant Supt. Ritter on this matter.
Mr. Visioli stated that he was not aware of this department being down two men.  He then stated that he had asked Mike Hantson, the Town Engineer to contact Greg Chontow, the electrical inspector about the Stripping Tower #2 project.  It was stated that the  Water Board  would be hearing from Crew Engineeers about the final inspection.  Mr. Visioli also stated that the Town is looking into future developments which will require water services.  Meetings will be forth coming and by then gallonage usage will be made available for these anticipated projects.

President Mullin asked if there was any other comments, none being noted he thanked the Public.
