                          Minutes of Meeting held:  Wednesday, July 12, 2006



The regular monthly meeting of the Honorable Board of Water

Commissioners of the Town of Dover was held on the above date at 7:30 p.m., in the

Service Building at 100 Princeton Avenue, Dover, New Jersey.



The meeting was called to order by President James Mullin and he

announced that it was in compliance with the “Open Public Meetings Act.”  He then

requested all to stand for the “Pledge of Allegiance.”

Present:  President James Mullin and Commissioners LeRoy Varga  and

Aldo Cicchetti.



Also Present:  Assistant Supt. Alan Ritter and Attorney Peter King.



Copies of the minutes for June 14, 2006 was previously received by each
Commissioner.  President Mullin asked if there were any comments about the minutes,

none being noted a motion to accept was stated by Commissioner Cicchetti, seconded by

Commissioner Varga and passed by voice vote.  The minutes were then referred to file.

ACTION TAKEN:

1. Assistant Supt. Ritter explained to the Water Board the incident of the
Intermediate Service Tank.  It was hit by lightning and this caused the port to burn out.

The tank overflowed and the water rushed down Park Heights Avenue and flooded the

Residents’ basements and washed out lawns.  President Mullin then asked Mr. Ritter for a

recommendation to update the Int. Svc. Tank.  It was requested the department obtain a

quote for this project and hopefully to have a response by the next Board meeting.

2. Assistant Supt. Ritter stated that he borrowed a probe to read the 

static levels from the  Morris County MUA.  The pumping static levels are from ground
level and registered at all three wells, the following:  @14’ off / @27’ on.

3.thru 5.   Accepted as stated.

Chemical Analysis – on file are copies of the monthly Coliform results for

June, 2006 and the VOC’s samples taken on June 2nd at Well#1 and Clear Well#2.  The

Board questioned the two positive water samples received and asked how is a re-check

done.  Assistant Supt. Ritter explained that a sample is done at the same site and also the

samples are taken at a location that is one up and one down from that site.  This was done
and the re-sampling came back as negative.  

As far as the Sodium levels, the  Board was still unsatisfied with the high

levels reported at Well#1 = 82, Well#3 = 84.4 and Well#5 = 95.2 and it was stated by

Mr. Ritter that he checked with Wharton and their levels were also high.  This department

will continue to monitor the levels.   Commissioner Varge entertained a motion to accept the reports, seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.  The reports were referred to files.

Ritter (7-7-2006).  All of the above information had been referred to files.



Open Public Comments – Attending tonight’s meeting was Michael

Jacoby and he asked President Mullin if the Water Board had considered testing for

Sodium at another lab, just to check on these high results being reported.  There was
a brief discussion, but no definite decision was made to consider another lab.  Then

President Mullin asked if there were any other comments, none being noted he thanked

the Public.

Commissioner Cicchetti requested Mr. Ritter to call Mike Hantson and 

see if he could speak to the electrical inspector, Greg Chantow.  The rest of the cor-

respondence was accepted and referred to files.



President Mullin acknowledged Suburban Engineers, and the Water

Board was introduced to the newest member of the engineering group, Project Mgr.for

the Bridge Study is Wha-Yong Yi and Andrew Holt and they were attending tonight’s meeting to give an update on the ongoing projects.



Andrew Holt reviewed the Water Allocation permit renewal (SCE-641)

referring to the DRAFT packet dated: 7-3-2006, page 2 & 3 of 5 explaining the monitoring requirements and the submittal/action requirement sections.  There was a discussion about these requirements and President Mullin then directed Suburban Engineers to continue preparation to finalize the renewal packet.  This was agreed upon by the Water Board.



Commissioner Varga brought to the Board meeting a map dated from
1887 of the area around the railroad tracks and Rockaway River sites.  This map was

for the discussion of the Archaeological Study being performed on the area of the

Bridge site at Dover Water Works Park.  He continued to state that this site was used

by the factories within this area, as a dumping ground.  Richardson & Boynton Stove

and Dover Iron Company, had probably dumped the unused or damaged slag and 

pipe at the ground site of the riverbed/bridge.  Prior to this request for the Phase II study

the NJ-DEP has given the Town of Dover Water Commission the permits of Stream

Encroachment and Wetlands, as applied for by Suburban Engineers.  Standard Operating

Procedures for obtaining a Wetlands permit is for the finding of any artifacts at the site.


Commissioner Cicchetti asked what was the original reason for going

ahead with building a new bridge, as to repairing the existing one.   Mr. Holt stated that

painting the bridge would require extensive covering of the water underneath to avoid

contamination of the river.  Also, the existing bridge  was not made to fit exactly from
end-to-end, for weight coverage.  President Mullin requested Suburban Engineers, along
with Commissioner Varga to meet with Richard Grubb & Associates to discuss these

findings and avoid having to do a Phase II Study.  He also stated that he would like to 

meet with Suburban Engineers and actually examine the bridge site together, before any

other determinations are made.  It was stated that the utility lines are constructed under

the bridge and he wants to see first hand, the water, sewer and gas piping.



President Mullin asked if there was any other discussion/comments for

Suburban Engineers, none being noted he thanked Wha-Yong and Andrew for attending

the meeting.  He then read the request for re-scheduling the next Water Board meeting

and it was then decided to schedule it for Tuesday, August 15th. 



Attorney, Peter King stated that he has corresponded with DeMaio’s
Attorney and that there is a hold on the voucher processed on June 20th for the

amount of $14,417.14.  He referenced the letter received from Crew Engineers dated

June 9th stating the decision would be from the Water Commissioners to address the
items listed so that payment could be finalized.



Approval of Vouchers – President Mullin stated that approval of the

vouchers, as per list received and checked by Clerk Coari, was now open for any

discussions or comments?  At this time the Water Board agreed to approve all of the

vouchers.  Commissoner Varga moved that the vouchers listed hereunder be approved

and ordered to be paid.  This motion was seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and

passed by voice vote.  The only exception was to hold the check for SLC Meter East

upon request of Assistant Supt. Ritter because 50 of the meters will be exchanged for

the warranted type that can be used in pits.  There is no difference in pricing of these

meters, the difference is the manufacturer of the meters now gives warranty of these

meters in locations were wetness is an issue.
