                      Minutes of Meeting held:  Wednesday, November 8, 2006



The regular monthly meeting of the Honorable Board of Water Commissioners of the Town of Dover was held on the above date at 7:30 p.m., in the Service Building at 100 Princeton Avenue, Dover, New Jersey.


The meeting was called to order by President James Mullin and he announced that it was in compliance with the “Open Public Meetings Act.”  He then requested all to stand for the “Pledge of Allegiance.”



Present:  President James Mullin and Commissioners, Leroy Varga and Aldo Cicchetti, Assistant Supt. Alan Ritter and Attorney Peter King.



Copies of the minutes for October 11, 2006 was previously received by each Commissioner.  President Mullin asked if there were any comments about the minutes, none being noted a motion to accept was stated by Commissioner Cicchetti, then seconded by Commissioner Varga and passed by voice vote.  The minutes were then referred to file.



Attorney King requested the Water Board to discuss, in Executive Session, Potential Litigation.  President Mullin suggested the Executive Session be held at the end of the meeting, and all agreed.


Review of the Superintendent’s Report of Operations and Oral Reports, as per format written and listed hereunder.  The report was stated as follows and the information includes the current month:  October  >  Total to date

Oral Reports:

1. Intermediate Tank overflowed; problem with control circuit and alarm.

2. Main break on Davis Ave, 3/4" service was installed improperly back then and finally cracked; 360 degree around the pipe.

3. Replacement of  Nancy, Principal Cashier; still undetermined.

4. Bridge; Andrew of Suburban Engineers needs authorization letter.

5. Master Plan agreement authorization.

6. Monthly meeting; Engineers to attend – Budget.

ACTION TAKEN:

Assistant Supt. Ritter stated that the repair equipment for the control 

circuit/alarm was on order for the Intermediate Tank.  He asked the Water Board if it would be possible to include in next year’s budget, money set a side to include an Engineer from Suburban Consulting Engineers to attend the regular monthly Board meetings to assist in answering/providing information on pending jobs.  The Water Board requested him to obtain a quote from Suburban Engineers on what would be considered as a time/wage cost.  



It was also requested by the Water Board to have the Assistant Supt. on behalf of the Commissioners, to write a Note of Thank you to Nancy Neglia for her effort in her job assignments as their Principal Cashier.  Now, there was no further comments stated about the monthly report, it was then referred to file.



Chemical Analysis – copies were given to the Water Board prior to the meeting for their review.  Copies of the following reports are also on file; results for the monthly Coliform samples – September & October.  Results for the 31 samples taken of

Lead/Copper as per State requirement  for the year of 2006.  Results for Trihalomethane (THM) and Haloacetic Acids Five (HAA5) for the  3rd quarter testing (dated: 8-30-2006).

Results for Volatile Organics(VOC) for Well#1 & ClearWell#2 (dated:8/30 & 9/8).  

The Water Board reviewed the results and the only question was on page 2 
of the Lead tests.  The column heading; Result ug/L might just be a typo error since the rest of the form shows the column heading as; Result mg/L.  President Mullin requested Assistant Supt. Ritter to check it out with our laboratory, Agra Environmental Services.  It was stated that our Sodium testing would be done on a quarterly basis only, as per the State ruling.  There was a brief discussion about the samples and then Commissioner Varga entertained a motion to accept, seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.  The reports were then referred to file.


Treasurer’s Report – received copy of the report for Operating and Capital Cash accounts, ending balances for October, 2006.

After reviewing the report, Commissioner Varga entertained a motion to accept, seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.  The report was then referred to file.

The report was reviewed by the Water Board and then referred to file.
Clerk Coari had previously submitted a copy of the October, 2006

OT/Comp Time record of the Blue/White collar employees and the following reports are present at the meeting for review, by the Board, if asked:  monthly I&M report, Meter report, and Mark Out report.  Also, available was a copy of the water page from the Town newsletter, ref:Vol.1–Issue 2 page 7 and an article from the American Water magazine, ref: LineSaver (to protect homeowners from the high cost of service line repairs).  The Water Board received its copies of the Capital/Operating Budget Acct. Status updated to current date of 11/16.  Also, a copy of the original letter dated: 9-26-2002 from Crew Engineers, Inc. which referenced the ton capacity of the Bridge. (RE: Consultation)  

Commissioner Varga asked that the Water Board receive a copy of the following;

Type Study for the Dover WaterWorks Access Bridge (SCE-3214.1; dated: 12-9-2003)

Clerk Coari xeroxed an original text and included the copy in the Water Board packets.

President Mullin read the six items listed in the report (pg.1 of 1/comments) and requested Assistant Supt. Ritter to contact the inspector; Maria Coppola to discuss them.

Some of the notations listed in the report were not clarified correctly and need to be re-stated or changed.  All of the above correspondences were then referred to files.


President Mullin stated that he had several times e-mailed the Town Administrator in reference to questions that need to be addressed.  As of this time there has been no response to these e-mails.  He then asked the Liasion, Jim Visioli  who is at the Board meeting tonight, to please check as to why there are no responses?
 

Open Public Comments – attending tonight’s meeting was Michael & Renee Jacoby, and Mrs. Jacoby asked why there was no response given to the e-mails

Sent by President Mullin.  She stated that it was told to the Town personnel that all contacts would be done by e-mail and responses would be within several hours of the receipt of a question?  At this point, there was a brief discussion of this matter.



The question of the budget freeze was brought up, indicating that the Water department generates its own revenue and should not be included in this freeze.

Commissioner Cicchetti stated that he understands the Town wanting to review the spending of monies generated from taxes.  The Governing body is just checking all spending.


President Mullin said he understood the concern of spending but he was concerned with the matter of the Access Bridge.  This project has been ongoing for several years now and money had been allocated for it. The Water Board was trying to make a decision on this project and its affect now has added the situation of the Water department vehicles having to be parked at the Town garage, due to the tonnage capacity listed for this existing bridge.


Jim Vivisoli stated that as soon as the survey is completed then a decision could be determined about the combining of the Water/Sewer departments and their facilities.  Clerk Coari stated to President Mullin that the Water department was not interviewed and that there was no input by any of the employees here to be considered for this survey taken.  The Street department was interviewed but not the Water department. How can any determinations be considered in this survey, without knowing all of the details and job responsibilities/day-to-day work habits of the Water department?  President Mullin asked Jim Visioli to check into this matter.


President Mullin asked if there was any other public comments, none at this time were indicated, he then closed this portion of the meeting.  He then asked if there was any other business to discuss at this time.  Attorney King stated that he has

Read the Tariff and according to the New Jersey Statues this Water Commission is governed by the laws of the Board of Public Utilities.  He will contact David Evans, the Auditor at Nisivoccia & Company.  The monies collected through the sale of water to its individual customers is to be used for water services and equipment by this department.



Attorney King also stated that he checked into the matter of  Interlocal Service Agreements and through the Tariff, updated in the 1960’s, the Water Commission can sell water to other Towns.  He then asked the Water Board if at the end of this meeting could they enter into Executive session for the discussion of the possible litigation matter?  President Mullin asked if there was any other further business, not at this time.  Next issue would be the approval of vouchers.



Approval of Vouchers – President Mullin stated that approval of the vouchers, as per list received and checked by Clerk Coari, was not open for any discussions or comments?  At this time the Water Board agreed to approve all of the vouchers.  Commissioner Varga moved that the vouchers listed hereunder be approved an ordered to be paid.  This motion was seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.
