                      Minutes of Meeting held:  Tuesday, December 12, 2006



The regular monthly meeting of the Honorable Board of Water Commissioners of the Town of Dover was held on the above date at 7:30 p.m. in the Service Building at 100 Princeton Avenue, Dover, New Jersey.



The meeting was called to order by President James Mullin and he announced that it was in compliance with the “Open Public Meetings Act.”  He then requested all to stand for the “Pledge of Allegiance.”



Present:  President James Mullin and Commissioners Leroy Varga and Aldo Cicchetti, Assistant Supt. Alan Ritter and Attorney Peter King.



Copies of the minutes for November 8, 2006 was previously received by each Commissioner.  President Mullin asked if there were any comments about the minutes, none being noted a motion to accept was stated by Commissioner Varga, then seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.  The minutes were then referred to file.

ACTION TAKEN:

Assistant Supt. Ritter stated the chlorine system in existence now will also

Stay and be used as a second service if needed.  He also stated that the budget was worked on by the Supervisor, Commissioner Varga and himself.  The motor starters have been requested and we are just waiting for the purchase order to be signed by the Administrator.


Assistant Supt. Ritter stated to the Water Board a summary of the manpower situation.  Due to the fact that no new employees have been hired to fill the  vacant positions, the crews and office workers have now taken on additional tasks and are moved around to help with the work loads.  Now, there was no further comments stated about the monthly report, it was then referred to file.



Chemical Analysis – copies were given to the Water Board prior to the meeting for their review.  Copies of the following reports are also on file; results for the monthly Colform samples – November.  Copies of the Disinfectant Residuals Reports for the 1st, 2nd & 3rd quarters and VOC’s for 9/28-2006, 10/10/2006 and 10/23/2006 for Well#1 & ClearWell#2.


The Water Board reviewed the results and Commissioner Varga entertained a motion to accept, seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.  The reports were then referred to files.



Treasurer’s Report – none at this time.



Clerk’s Report – the Principal Cashier has retired as of November 10th, at this time there was no report sent to Clerk Coari to show the monies turned over to the Treasurer for the Water/Sewer receipts.  Clerk Coari had previously submitted a copy of the November, 2006 OT/Comp Time record of the Blue/White collar employees and the  following reports are present at the meeting for review, by the Board, if asked:  Daily pumping log, Mark Out report and Meter report.  Also, the Water Board received a copy of the Budget Acct. Status for Operating & Capital Cash updated to current date of 12/8.

11-30-2006 RE:  Notice of Violations and Order to Correct

There was a review of the inspection report, and the four items listed as
Violations cited on the premises of the Water Works Park Complex were discussed with the Assistant Supt. and the Commissioners. 

Item #1.  Premises - No fire alarm system in the Service Building;  Commissioner Cicchetti was greatly concerned about this matter and as stated by President Mullin, who then directed Assistant Supt. Ritter to contact the Administrator and request that under an emergency priority a fire alarm system was required.  He wanted a written request to the Administrator and cc:  to the Water Board and their Attorney. 

Item #2.  Tower 1 and Well 4 -  Portable fire extinguishers need servicing:  this was the responsibility of the former Maintenance repairer, who has since been retired since last December.

Item #3.  Well#4 -  open electrical junction boxes & panels, no power @station.

Item #4.  SCBA cylinder in Booster Station - wording was incorrect should have been        stated as compressed air cylinders.  
All of the above correspondence was then referred to file.



There were two items listed as Action items, President Mullin asked Assistant Supt. Ritter if they were corrected?  He stated the following; on the Agra Labs report for Lead/Copper it was a typo, and should have been indicated as result mg/L.  On the NJ State Inspection report he has contacted the inspector, Marie Coppola, and a corrected copy of the six items listed will be forwarded.


President Mullin stated that only the Water  Commissioners received a copy of the Water/Street departments’ study.  There was a brief discussion on the fact that the system has meters of 25 years old, (actually have some meters that are older).

He also indicated that a meeting to discuss new Town projects, a Superintendent’s salary and Capital Expenditures should be considered by President Mullin, Assistant Supt. Ritter, Dave Evans and the Administrator.  



Commissioner Varga stated that the Budget was worked on and submitted for review to the Town.  He feels that the Assistant Supt. needs to more fully understand the Debt Service & Statutory Expenditures of this report.



Open Public Comments – none at this time



Approval of Vouchers – President Mullin stated that approval of the vouchers, as per list received and checked by Clerk Coari, was now open for any discussions or comments?  At this time the Water Board agreed to approve all of the 

Vouchers.  Commissioner Varga moved that the vouchers listed hereunder be approved an ordered to be paid.  This motion was seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.
