WHEREAS, the Bylaws of the MEL provide for appointment of a Risk Management Consultant by the municipality or authority to advise the municipality or authority on matters relating to the MEL’s operation and coverage’s provided; and


WHEREAS, the Risk Management Consultant’s specific duties include, but are not limited to:

1.) Evaluation of the town’s or authority exposure

2.) Explanation of the various coverage’s available from the MEL and assisting the municipality or authority in the selection of proper coverage.

3.) Preparation of applications, statement of values, etc., required by the MEL

4.) Review of the town’s or authority’s assessment and assisting in the preparation of the town’s or authority’s insurance budget.

5.) Review of losses and engineering reports and providing assistance to the town’s or authority’s safety committee

6.) Assistance in the claims settlement process.

7.) Attendance at the majority of meetings of the MEL’s Commissioners/Board of Fund Commissioners and the performance of such other services as required by the municipality or authority of the MEL.

WHEREAS, the Bylaws of the MEL further provides for said Risk Management Consultant to be 

paid a fee of six percent (6%) of the municipality’s or authority’s assessment for the current fund year; and


WHEREAS, the Bylaws of the MEL allows a member municipality or authority to waive such services and elect to perform all or any portion of the duties normally assigned to the Risk Management Consultant provided it notify the MEL in writing and further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the MEL and certain of its agents.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Dover does elect to waive the services of a Risk Management Consultant, and to perform all or any portion of the duties normally assigned to said Risk Management Consultant; and

MAYOR DODD’S TOWN ADDRESS

Good afternoon and welcome friends, family, assembled guests and dignitaries. The Board of Alderman and I wish you a very Happy New Year. 

January 1st 2009 marks the beginning of a year that will bring momentous change to our country, and will restore strong intelligent leadership. We recognize that today many people are facing hardships and uncertainty in these times of economic upheaval, but I believe that 2009 will point the country in a new direction. 
There is hope that a brighter future is possible, and that the needs of the middle class will be given priority. We in Dover are eager to follow this path and take pride in our own efforts to improve the lives of our residents. We have weathered various crises, and have emerged stronger and smarter as a result. Personnel changes have improved internal communication, and our recently elected representatives bring a fresh perspective and new energy to the Board.
Taking effect today is a 10 year contract which forms Morris County’s largest joint municipal court. This regional court system, based in Dover will handle cases for Dover, Mine Hill, Mt. Arlington, and Rockaway Borough. The shared services will save the towns a total of over $265,000 annually in court costs or $2.65 million over the length of the contract. The new court called the Dover Joint Municipal Court will begin operation on February 1st. Dover will be the lead agency, responsible for court facilities, personnel, resources and setting the court calendar. We hope to receive a shared-services grant from the State to pay for the expansion and upgrade. Dover will pay $373,000 annually towards the new court and estimated savings of $100,000. Dover Municipal Court Judge Phillip Maenza will be the lead jurist, Dover Municipal Prosecutor Manuel Fanarjian will be the lead Prosecutor, Timothy Downs will be the lead Public Defender and Dover Court Administrator Sonia Barria will run the court. We are very proud to have participated in this complicated process and to create a model worthy of emulation.
Additional Shared Service Agreements are being negotiated currently with surrounding municipalities, including EMS and Fire Protection. This effort is being made in order to save taxpayer money as many towns are facing financial constraints and are seeking sensible solutions. Service and coverage will not be diminished as a result of such an agreement.

A Search Committee has also been working on two tasks. The Committee has contacted and or interviewed over thirty (30) candidates for the position of Administrator and we currently have a tentative agreement. The other search has been to hire a new DPW Director who will assist to institute the merges of DPW and the Dover Water Commission to eliminate a duplication of services, a plan currently underway. Filling these positions will make services cost efficient and improve communication and interaction.
 
Some ongoing projects continue and some are near completion. Although we have encountered many bumps in the road with negotiations, DEP, Council on Affordable Housing and many more the Bassett Highway project negotiations continue.
The Hilton Hotel is scheduled to open in the spring of 2009, and the Salem Street Bridge work will be completed in summer on 2009.  The Route 46 Bridge Project is presently underway and will take 3 years to complete. These badly needed infrastructure upgrades will enhance traffic flow and safety. 
Traffic problems and parking availability are always issues in an urban setting. Municipal parking lots and meters are sources of revenue, and under the current system, were not fulfilling their potential. In particular those that involve parking permits. Having reviewed pertinent information in that regard, we concluded that change is necessary. Individual meters are going to be replaced by State of the Art Kiosk Systems, and permits which kept many needed spaces idle, will be eliminated. This transition will take place by April 1st and fully explained to the public prior to implementation. 
 I would be remiss not to mention recent great sources of pride for the entire Town of Dover. U.S. News & World Report ranked Dover High School among the nation’s best schools. This national magazine recognized the strength of diversity and the commitment of faculty, parents and students to lifelong learning and a strong work ethic. Recently a letter to the editor by a Dover resident summed it up in saying, “Dover has all the surrounding advantages of any town in Morris County, but at an affordable price. Investing in a home in Dover today should pay off handsomely in the future” (I couldn’t agree more).
On another positive note and in keeping with the holiday spirit and good will, we brought Christmas music back to downtown Dover and had a great response to it, as it triggered much nostalgia.
 We have much to be proud of today and much to accomplish tomorrow.

I will continue to work with and for the residents of Dover, and with the Board of Alderman, and Town employees to preserve our community and quality of life. God Bless us all and God Bless America.
