Minutes of Meeting held:  Wednesday, October 11, 2006



The regular monthly meeting of the Honorable Board of Water Commissioners of the Town of Dover was held on the above date at 7:30 p.m., in the Service Building at 100 Princeton Avenue, Dover, New Jersey.



The meeting was called to order by President James Mullin and he announced that it was in compliance with the “Open Public Meetings Act.”  He then requested all to stand for the “Pledge of Allegiance.”



Present:  President James Mullin and Commissioners, Leroy Varga and Aldo Cicchetti, Assistant Supt. Alan Ritter and Attorney Peter King.



Copies of the minutes for September 13, 2006 was previously received by each Commissioner.  President Mullin asked if there were any comments about the minutes, none being noted a motion to accept was stated by Commissioner Cicchetti, then seconded by Commissioner Varga and passed by voice vote.  The minutes were then referred to file.



Attorney King requested the Water Board to discuss, in Executive Session, Potential Litigation.  President Mullin suggested the Executive Session be held at the end of the meeting, and all agreed.

ACTION TAKEN:



Assistant Supt. Ritter stated that the new water line from the FedEx building; behind the Town Garage going up towards the mall at Mt. Pleasant Avenue (easement) was up and operating.  There was no further comments stated about the monthly report, it was then referred to file.


Chemical Analysis – on file are copies of the VOC results for Well#1 and 

ClearWell#2 (dated: 7-28-2006) and Well#1, #3 & #5 (dated: 8-9-2006).  There was a 

brief discussion about the sample results, then Commissioner Varga entertained a motion to accept, seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.  The reports were then referred to file.

After reviewing the report, Commissioner Cicchetti entertained a motion to accept, seconded by Commissioner Varga and passed by voice vote.  The report was then referred to file.



Clerk’s Report – received copy of the Principal Cashier’s report for the month of September, 2006 showing the following monies have been turned over to the Treasurer for the Water/Sewer receipts.

The report was reviewed by the Water Board and then referred to file.  Clerk Coari had previously submitted a copy of the September, 2006 OT/Comp Time record of the  Blue/White collar employees and the following reports are present at the meeting for review, by the Board, if asked:   Monthly Meter report, I&M report and Mark Out report.
Also, copy of letter from Supv. Chaparro to Rockaway Township Engineer, in reference to the Site Plan for Vornado Co., Block 10202/Lot 27.

Assistant Supt. Ritter stated that he received a memo from Keith Hatcher

Suburban Engineers (see memo > reference date: 10-4-2006).  The next permit require-  ment is due Oct. 29th and the attached forms and information, sent by the NJ-DEP, must be submitted for completing an Inactive Well Inspection Report  (see instructions).
It is also necessary to have the assistance of a NJ licensed Master Well Driller.  He will review the instructions and contact Suburban Engineers.



Attorney King stated he will contact the Town officials about drawing up  contracts for water services between Dover and the towns we service.  Included in these terms of agreement, it will specify the water gallonage, water rates, length of years to service the customers, and include the maintenance of the lines.  The Water Board agreed to have the Attorney draft the contracts so that they may be reviewed within the next two months.


Attorney King submitted to the Water Board, three resolutions for review and approval.  President Mullin read the resolutions, by title, as follows: 

Resolution #11-2006; authorizing Water Payment credits to be applied to future bills for Randolph Village.

Resolution #12-2006; authorizing a personnel search for a Part Time Consultant for the Dover Water Commission to provide Administrative Services.

Resolution #13-2006; authorizing the award of a contract for Professional Services – Development of Master Plan for Town of Dover Water Commission.

After a brief discussion, Commissioner Cicchetti entertained a motion to accept each resolution as stated, seconded by Commissioner Varga and passed by voice vote.

The Water Board is asking for an outside firm to scope the work to be done on two perspectives; new bridge design vs. re-habilitate the old bridge construction.  President Mullin will then E-mail the perspective companies.



President Mullin stated that he attended, via telephone conference call, the meeting about the Water Rate Study with the Town Administrator, the Auditor and Alan Ritter.  He stated that the new town projects were omitted from the rate study.  It was requested that the study could be updated to include all upcoming and possible future projects.



Assistant Supt. Ritter stated that the annual Water Leak Detection study has been completed by George Walters of NEW-TECH (NorthEast Water Technology)

Company.  A complete report will be available, within the next few weeks.  The reports are available for review, by the Water Board, in our Service building office.


Approval of Vouchers – President Mullin stated that approval of the vouchers, as per list received and checked by Clerk Coari, was now open for any discussions or comments?  At this time the Water Board agreed to approve all of the vouchers.  Commissioner Varga moved that the vouchers listed hereunder be approved an ordered to be paid. This motion was seconded by Commissioner Cicchetti and passed by voice vote.
